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The writer of Genesis characterized the mystery of togetherness when 
he described the relationship of the first pair: “And they were both naked, 
the man and his wife, and were not ashamed” (2:25). It is an honest and open 
relationship that allows for the mutual giving and receiving of each person. 

The vulnerability of one is met by the acceptance of the other. 
Unfavorable emotional reactions are not divisive but opportunities for the 
developing of a more intimate relationship. It is the willingness of getting 
involved, really involved, in the life of another individual. It is the 
experiencing of each other that leaves both individuals with a heightened 
sense of well being. 

Unfortunately, most people in the world never experience the 
completeness of a totally fulfilling relationship. They get caught in the games 
people play as they learn to cope with life. Like their original parents who 
covered themselves, hid themselves, and blamed others for their failure 
(Gen. 3:7-13), man simply does not know how, nor does he have a true 
desire, to enter into the real intimacy of relationships. 

Desperately desiring to experience life, yet resisting it when forced 
out of himself, he is caught in his own individuality, in his own isolation. He 
continually experiences broken, twisted relationships. It is the excruciating 
pain of loneliness, all that it means to experience hell. Desperately needing 
others, yet fearing the rejection of others, he is caught in the painful 
awareness of his loneliness. Yet, he continually seeks the perceived safety of 
his isolation. He lives his life forever experiencing less than he knows he 
should be experiencing. 

The plight of man is even more severe than his continual isolation.  If 
the problem of being covered with fig leaves, hiding in shame, and blaming 
one another for failures was not enough, man is plagued with yet another 
calamity. It seems that man has inherited, even if he desires to open himself 
to another, an inability to communicate effectively. 

This ineffectiveness within man goes back to the confusion of tongues 
at Babel. The writer of Genesis tells the story: And the whole earth was of one 

language, and of one speech.... And they said, let us build us a city and a tower, whose top 
may reach unto heaven; and let us make us a name, lest we be scattered abroad upon the 
face of the whole earth….And the Lord said, Behold, the people is one, and they have all one 
language;…and now nothing will be restrained from them, which they have imagined to do.. 
let us …confound their language, that they may not understand one another’s speech. So the 
Lord scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all the earth…. Therefore is the 
name of it called Babel; because the Lord did there confound the language of all the earth: 
and from thence did the Lord scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth. (11:1-9) 
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The incidence at the tower of Babel completed the degradation of man. 
From that time, he not only covered, hid, and blamed others; he now would 
always struggle to express himself effectively.  Although there was a general 
mixing (“confounding”) of the languages, it is more than just the inability to 
understand each other by everyone speaking a foreign language. Since the 
confusion at Babel, it has become extremely difficult for man to communicate 
his ideas to another, even if they speak the same tribal language. Man 
continually struggles to enable another person to understand his innermost 
feelings. 

If man is left to himself, he will forever remain incomplete.  He will 
remain in isolation. Covered by fig leaves, hiding in shame, blaming others, and 
incapable of communicating accurately, man does not have the capability to 
lift himself from his hopelessness. Although desperately needing to interact 
with others, his lostness will only allow him to see others as objects on which 
to develop his own individuality. He does not have what it takes to enter into a 
relationship that allows him to be “naked . . . and . . . not ashamed” (Gen. 
2:25). He does not have what it takes to develop such a sense of security, a 
sense of well-being, which he can be free to live life as it was meant to be. 

Just as the individual has to be dragged back into Jesus (“And I, if I be 
lifted up from the earth, will draw *translated from a word meaning, ‘to drag’+ 
all men unto me” *John 12:32+), man has to be driven by the Spirit out of 
himself into wholesome relationships with others. Unless the Spirit of God 
enables a person, he will forever hide behind the barriers he builds. He will 
always attempt to experience life within the perimeter of his own individuality. 
Separated from God and others, he knows no other way of life. 

Salvation (deliverance from the hell of isolation) comes to all men who 
call upon “the name of the Lord.” It occurs when man comes to the “end of 
himself” thereby realizing that he cannot produce the life he desires to 
experience. Although man often comes to that realization, he still will not call 
unless he has come to believe that Jesus is the answer for his painful 
separation. Or, as Paul wrote, “How then shall they call on him in whom they 
have not believed.” Thus, salvation comes to those who call and calling occurs 
only from them who believe. 

Salvation (experiencing the manifestation of Jesus in relationships) 
comes to all who call. Calling comes to all who believe. Believing comes to all 
who hear. Hearing comes to all who have heard the preaching. Preaching 
comes from those who have been sent by God. The entire process of salvation 
lies in the working of God as He sends people into one another lives. 

Paul then summarizes this sequence with “so then faith cometh by 
hearing, and hearing by the word of God.” Notice, in the summary, there is no 
mention of the preacher or the one who was sent. It is the Word of God (that 
which is spoken by God) coming through the sent preacher that is experienced 
in the connection between the speaker and the hearer that produces 
salvation. Jesus, the Word of God, (experienced in the connection) is the 
deliverance that enables man to escape the painful death of his isolation.

The Kingdom of God by Starlene Steiner (Continued from the February Newslettet 
 Can you see where this is going?é.. the people I was with were as messed up as I was and none of us were able to do anything but help 
each other wreck our lives even more. 
 BUT GOD. He was speaking to me and I kept hearing ñgo to Kitchenerò (Ontario). Iôd only spent 4 years in Calgary and I was finished.  
God was finally getting me to the truth of the matter, but in my mind, I'd given up on God as He had never met my needs. I packed up what was left 
of my Calgary life and moved to Kitchener. Again I moved into the local YWCA. Not able to get another job on such short notice, I ended up with 
the lowest, most miserable and hardest job I'd ever worked at yet doing piece work in a textile factory for minimum wage, under hot, humid, dirty 
conditions and standing on my feet all day. I paid for room and board at the Y, ate their meager meals and stayed there for six months having no 
where else to go. I was thoroughly depressed and more miserable than I'd ever been in my life. Now I was I truly living the life of the failure I always 
dreaded that I was, as well as surrounded by people who also totally failed at life just like me. One girl committed suicide during my stay and most 
of the tenants were either mental patients, single mothers or abused women. It was almost more than I could bear. I was totally desperate to move 
out of this place that so mirrored me. After six months, I grabbed at the first chance to escape and in my desperation I didnôt look, I just jumped. A 
girl at the Y asked me to move in with her and her boyfriend and help them with expenses and I went from the frying pan into the fire. The place I 
moved into with them was the worst I'd lived in to date. It was worse than the Toronto slums. I slept in a room not much bigger than a closet with 
room only for a small bed and nothing else. I was so sick of the Y that it didnôt matter. I soon learned what ñhelping with expensesò meant. They 
didn't work. They lived off his unemployment, slept all day, did drugs and partied with their friends all night, listening to Much Music on cable TV 
while I tried to sleep and go to my rotten job the next day.  
 The only light at the end of this tunnel was a lifeline thrown me by my sister and her boyfriend who believed in existentialism. It had 
helped them; they figured it would do the same for me. So I dived right in and almost drowned. The Lord tried to warn me but I was desperate 
enough to try one last time, and did. We drank and philosophized all night and I went to work the next day. I TRIED to find something that would 
click with me, something where I would finally know Iôd found the answer after all these years, but nothing ever clicked and after three months they 
stopped meeting with me, figuring I wasnôt trying hard enough. One desperate night I tried to call them but they wouldnôt answer and I knew then 
that the last hope for me in this life was over. I had truly reached the end and had tried everything I knew to try and knew now that there was no 
answer for me in this world. I KNEW what the answer was now. There was no other choice. I dreaded, yet somehow had known all my life that this 
would be my end, but I just kept hoping to cheat myself out of it. 
 I had read about tribal Africans, who when old and feeling of no use anymore, though perfectly healthy, could die in a couple of weeks 
when they wanted to. This was me. I knew I had nothing left to live for, and yet, still I didnôt want to die.  I had NO will left to continue to live the 
existence Iôd been enduring for the last 30 years. My life as I knew it was over but the natural fear of death caused me spend to the next month 
living in all night theaters watching movies of any sort trying to run away from my fate.  In one week I lost 15 pounds, having no desire to eat 
although I tried to force myself to.  Then God spoke to me. He said TRY GOD. Thatôs all. And he continued to say TRY GOD 'till what He was 
saying began to get past the utter hopeless and the state of despair I was in. After hearing this voice for two weeks, I came to believe in the person 
behind this voice, that He had obvious power and that maybe HE had enough power to help even someone like me. So I turned in the direction of 
this voice and with my hope renewed supernaturally, I TRIED GOD. Trying God meant church to me, so the next Sunday, I went to the Anglican 
Church around the corner but didnôt find what I was looking for.  Then I went to the church beside the YWCA, and again nothing. Then I met 
someone who took me to an Evangelistic Crusade and there I finally got ñsavedò and I started going to a church where people believed in being 
saved.  
 A couple of days later God met me one morning before work as I lay on my face on that dirty kitchen floor. Finally, for the first time in my 
life I was broken down enough that I couldnôt rebel against life and GOD anymore.  My heart was finally willing to listen. God spoke to me again 
and drew a line and told me not to cross it. I knew I couldnôt mess with this guy. Boy did I need this. I was NOT a nice person. As filled with rage 
and fear and hate as I was, rebellion was my natural state. I would rebel on principal, refusing to accept my fate and what people did to me. I didnôt 
have the ability to stand up to people and deal with the situations of life as a normal person would. So I rebelled with purpose, back stabbing, 
playing endless games and lying to cover it all up with the goal of frustrating THEM as much as they were frustrating me, and it worked with a 
vengeance.  
 BUT GOD. In one stroke He removed the one weapon Iôd developed that enabled me to continue on with my sorry life as it was, which 
was His goal. So now I was forced to trust God as I never originally planned to do when I first said I would TRY God. I lied to Him, like I lied to 
everyone else. If this didnôt work, I planned to throw God away like just like everything else Iôd thrown away that hadnôt worked. But hedging my 
bets and thinking I could get away with it, didnôt work with someone who knows the hearts and intents of us all. God knew what He was doing. Untill 
He was able to give me understanding of His ways, initially He pretty much had to force me in the direction I needed to go, or I wouldnôt have gone. 
Inside I was so relieved. Finally someone I couldnôt fool with and I didnôt have to play all those stupid games anymore. BUT also someone for 
whom all those lessons I had learned in life about how to ñhandleò people were useless. This guy was straight up; you couldnôt mess with Him, so 
all the rules were out the window. But I knew now that He DID have the power Iôd been looking for. So God enabled me to continue in this way as I 
cautiously put one foot in front of the other and walked this new road of TRYING God.  
 AND GOD began to work in my life. He took me to a different church and that first Sunday, a certain man stood out from all the people in 
the congregation, even though I only saw him from behind. The next Sunday, everyone had left but I was still seeking God at the altar. This man 
had been praying with others and knew through the Spirit that I desperately needed help.  Everyone else had left.  Knowing my state from the Lord, 
he took me out to eat and we talked, something heôd never done before.  I was with him for only an hour and felt like Iôd known him all my life and 
that God had put us together. Here was a man used in the gifts of the spirit and having experience with miracles who set aside his normal life after 
he met me.  From that day on, he spent every waking minute with me for a year. He only went home to sleep. This man loved God and LOVED me 

and truly cared for me as no one ever had before. It was the love of God, which I so desperately needed. God used him to minister to me through 
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the gifts of the Spirit and through prophesies. God proved to me over and over that HE was God and that He had the power to do what I could 
never do.  He delivered me from much bondage in that first year.  
 One prophesy I particularly remember, it speaks about us all. God said that I was a plant that had been planted in darkness, and had 
fed on darkness and taken darkness up through my roots till only darkness had filled me and was all I knew. But NOW God had come and 
taken me from that dark ground and planted me into HIS light.  Now I would take Godôs light up through my roots. As darkness had filled me 
before, so now light would gradually fill me and replace the darkness that was in me till the darkness would be totally replaced by His light. 
Jesus began to do this. During this time God also changed my mind about marriage and about men and after a year Frank and I got married 
and truly did live happily ever after, believe it or not, never arguing and rarely disagreeing on anything. God truly had put two like minded 
people together who both had the same heart for God and it was HE who produced the real LOVE in our marriage.   
 As I walked in His way, I still continued to live as I had always lived, in chaos and in darkness with no direction, a slave to my 
emotions and continuing to live in my own strength, only changing as God worked in my life. God had opened the door of my prison.  Unlike 
before, when the prison door had been locked and I couldnôt escape, NOW the door was wide open and I could walk out of my prison any time 
I wanted to.  But I stayed in my prison as it was all I knew and didnôt have a clue that I was now free.  
 After some years, God brought us into contact with the GOSPEL and as we HEARD the gospel, GOD began to disciple us instead of 
us doing it. Before, we had thought that we were to ñdoò FOR God and this applied to everything.  We only went to God for things we couldnôt 
ñhandleò. God taught us differently and proved to us that we couldnôt handle anything. As God began to do the discipling, this was when we 
truly began to grow in the Lord.  
 One of the first things God began to deal with me about was unforgiveness. He especially nailed me to the carpet over one person 
and only on threat of hell did I become willing that HE would MAKE me willing to forgive that person. But the hell that God was talking about 
was the hell that I was bringing into my life by refusing to forgive.  When He was able to bring me to that point of forgiveness, I felt as if 200 
pounds had been lifted off me and so great was the freedom in my life, I couldnôt talk of anything else for days. I never wanted to forgive 
anyone as I thought my unforgivenss of that person was their only punishment and so if I forgave them, it meant they would get away with what 
they had done. But my unforgiveness of that person didnôt impact their life at all, but it did impact mine, making me bitter and full of self-pity. My 
life was full of similar stuff and I was my own worst enemy.  I constantly set my self up, created my own obstacles, then tripped over them. 
Many years later, God showed me more clearly that although this person had not met my needs as maybe they should have, God said I had no 
right to expect any person to meet my needs as no one can really do that, only God.  
 AND God continued to work in my life. My sister said that all she had ever seen me do was suffer and I was tired of suffering. But 
God showed me that as messed up as I was, my faulty thinking and reactions guaranteed that I would bring about my own suffering and would 
continue to do so. Jesus said: ñYou are suffering anyways, so let ME now turn your suffering into something Good. He made clear to me that I 
couldnôt help but suffer till He could deliver me, reason by reason as to why I was suffering. This meant I would go through life as I always had, 
falling over my own obstacles which would bring about the suffering I had always experienced.  BUT this time God would be at the helm and 
God would be controlling the circumstances and God would control the degree of suffering I would experience in those circumstances, allowing 
just enough to bring me to the point He wanted me to come 'till I could finally SEE. He also showed me I was suffering through my wrong 
reactions because of the seemingly endless LIES which I believed. It was the lies I believed about people and myself that were making me 
both react and over react to what was happening, and that these lies where pretty much the root of a lot of my problems. Jesus said, You must 
go through these circumstances because as you experience your lies in action (in the circumstances), THEN I am able to deliver you from 
these lies.  I will give you the truth by making real to you what is REALLY happening IN the circumstances, instead of what you think is 
happening. You will then be delivered.  And it happened as God had said it would. This really encouraged me and made me willing to go 
through more things that I knew would cause me further problems as I knew the suffering would end and God would deliver me so that I would 
never suffer that way again.  
 Ye shall KNOW the truth and the truth will set you free. This became the watchword I lived by and experienced God through, daily, 
weekly and monthly. God showed me that whereas before, my suffering had been almost mindless; producing only more chaos, now through 
Him it would produce FRUIT. Sometimes I had to go through things for awhile as I was not willing to change or admit where I was wrong, and 
the suffering itself would have to make me willing till I just wanted out. Some things took 20 years while others took days.  I was always more 
willing to be freed of the ñbadò lies, the ones that were so obviously destructive to me than to be delivered of the ñgoodò lies that I was using to 
make myself feel good. Bur these ñgoodò lies brought about just as much destruction because of the fantasy world and immaturity they 
produced. I especially LOVED self-pity as it made me feel sooo good but was probably the most destructive of all. Before it had been whatever 
got me through, but God wanted me free of it ALL so He could truly be Lord of my life and not me being the destructive Lord of my life. I had no 
choice. This was ME and I wasnôt going to be set free any other way. 
 As His truth delivered me again and again, I began to understand this lesson and Jesus took me deeper into another lesson of the 
TRUTH. He further proved to me that it wasnôt just the lies that I reacted to, which were causing me suffering, but also, it was what I was doing, 
how I justified my actions in the circumstances that also caused me to create and be the cause of  my own suffering. He proved to me it was 
always going to be my fault if I suffered, as it would always be my wrong reactions and wrong attitudes, no matter what had caused them, 
which would bring about my own suffering. In a world of sinners, people will never stop ñdoingò to other people, including me. When I was in the 
flesh, I was no different than the other sinners on the planet. Even if the other person is at fault, I am still not justified to react as the world 
naturally will. If I do as they do, when will the cycle end? I will never be able to control what others do and the only ñcontrolò available was my 
response to what they did, which God alone could produce. God was speaking to me about what truly would enable me to live in peace, with  
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myself and with the world no matter what the circumstance. That peace and rest had to be the goal no matter what the cost. The cost would 
always be with my flesh.  
 ALL of the reasons for my WRONG responses and attitudes would always come about through the MIND and itôs THINKING about the 
circumstance. God is telling the truth when He says the mind is at enmity with God, that the mind HATES God and can never line up with Godôs 
ways. But that the mindôs ways were always the ways of the world as that is its realm. And even though my responses and attitudes had to be 
right to avoid suffering, I being a sinner meant I had no means to bring about these right attitudes and reactions in myself.  This could only come 
about through HIM working in my life. It would be through His truth as He made me to KNOW that truth, which would set me free.  Only HE could 
change my heart, my attitudes and my responses to life and only HE could control my mind. He basically showed me that I didn't need to react to 
what life handed out to me and that it was the engaging of the mind in thinking about the circumstances I was going through that was going to 
make me react and create all the suffering I would go through. Only when there is no reaction at all to the circumstances of life can we 
experience the peace and rest and joy of God, and only then can we say we are living in the Kingdom of God. Jesus HAD already come. That 
mansion, that place of rest He said He would make for us, is what the Kingdom of God is about. This is a kingdom not of this world but of His 
world. It is experiencing Heaven on earth in the midst of our hells. Does it get any better than that? We need to HEAR Jesus and hear the gospel. 
 AND GOD continued to work in my life, covering many areas at once by bringing about lots of great circumstances and some even 
greater people. Though itôs never easy, it does get easier as He grinds down the mountains in your life of impossible problems and 
circumstances and lifts up the valleys of depression and despair, etc, etc. 'till you donôt react and donôt experience your circumstances as you 
used. Now you experience HIS joy and peace and rest and a sound mind when before you did NOT. It truly is and will be worth it ALL.  
 AND GOD finally summed it all up with this example. Picture your life as if you have hundreds of chains around your neck but instead 
of getting rid of these chains, you spend your life carrying them around and complaining about them instead. You are constantly complaining 
about the pain in your knees and ankles from the weight of the chains and start talking about getting a hip replacement to deal with the strain on 
your body. You become a sorry creature and start feeling sorry for yourself and getting others to feel sorry for you because you are carrying all 
these heavy chains around with you. Soon the chains and all the problems they are causing consume you and you spend your life constantly 
dealing with them 'till your chains become your life instead of the life God has for you. Your chains become all you know and you start to accept 
your fate and your lot in life and then you even laugh at the little idiosyncracies you have acquired from dealing constantly with the chains. You 
even rejoice in the little relief you sometimes get when the chains donôt feel as heavy, such as when you sit down and the chains are sitting in 
your lap and you donôt feel their weight for awhile. How you ache for these moments and wish they could last but you have accepted your chains 
now and you donôt even realize that your problem is the chains.  The concept of getting rid of them is almost foreign to you. You become proud 
of the creative methods youôve developed to deal with the weight which you share with others who are experiencing their chains too.  You both 
empathize with each other but neither one helps the other in solving the problem by just getting rid of the chains.  Jesus finds you and tries to 
break through to you that you need to take the chains off, but you are in your darkness of lies.  When His light of truth shines into your darkness 
you canôt comprehend it as the lies have blinded you. You donôt want to see the truth as you are used to what you are living in and Jesus has to 
work in you for a few more years to bring you around 'till you can understand. And as you understand, Jesus starts taking the chains off, one by 
one. Some come off easily as they only weigh a few ounces, but others take longer as they weigh up to 20 pounds.  As God takes off more and 
more chains and the weight you are carrying around gets less and less, you are so incredibly grateful to God for what He is doing in your life. 
Some chains you donôt want to get rid of as they are so beautiful, these are your good lies that fill a need in your life. But all the chains are 
attached to you through lies that only Jesus can free you from because He alone is the truth. After many years, God is finally able to get you to 
give up all your chains and you are living the life of freedom He originally intended you to live.  You are healed from all the physical, mental and 
emotional damage the chains did to you. We all have chains; some more than others, God uses these chains to bring us to Him, to where we 
would otherwise never go.  We all want to live our own lives.  
 BUT JESUS, as I am living my daily life, is making more and more real to me the worthlessness of me living MY life. Iôm just a human 
being. What can I do better than Jesus? Nothing. I just have to look at the results out there of all the other human beings living their own lives. 
Jesus definitely is the better way. I always thought if I could just get my stuff together I would get the life I wanted which I saw others living that 
looked so perfect. But Jesus living in us is a life that is a million times better. I could never have the life Jesus gives if I had a mansion and 
everything I could ever want in this world. As circumstances bring me to the end again and again, as Jesus lives, I get to experience the 
difference between Jesus living and me living. I get to experience His peace and rest no matter what is going on around me and I think, ñBoy I 
sure didnôt react like this, this time last week when this happenedò.  I have found joy and peace and rest. So why do I want to live my own life 
when even common sense says otherwise? SIN. No other reason is possible for such mindless rebellion. Iôm a sinner but Jesus takes a life of 
sin and fills it with treasure that He can now give to others. It took years of pain but now I get to experience His love for others and for myself as 
He lives through me. Who can explain this? What a privilege. Jesus has truly given us the Kingdom of God, His sacrifice has not been in vain for 
those in whom He can bring it about. The world then will see Jesus and we will get to experience Jesus living a life through us that we could 
never even imagine.  It will not be of this world and we have nothing in this world to compare it to.  
 Lately, I am starting to experience Him loving people through me and it is unbelievable in light of all the difficulty Iôve had with these 
people in the natural. LOVE truly conquers ALL. There are no limits to what Jesus can do and wants to do through us. If He lives there truly will 
be no limit as the limit is in being human. Praise God for the Journey to Jesus that we are all on. It is a spiritual journey and none of the 
advantages we have in the world will help us here. Truly Jesus is the equalizer and we are all walking this walk in the same way, just though 
different circumstances. We are being made into brothers and sisters and I thank God so much for this oneness among us.

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The ultimate point Paul is making is that the Holy Spirit is the power source 
of which these sequences of happenings occur in the life of the believer    (1 Cor. 
12:1-26; Romans 10:1-10). Man does not have the power to overcome his 
withdrawal from God or his withdrawal from others. Jesus Christ, through the 
power of the Holy Spirit, is the only One that can redeem man from his isolation and 
loneliness. 

Salvation comes to all who call upon the name of the Lord. The sending of a 
preacher who proclaims what God is saying will eventually bring this salvation forth. 
“Gifts of healing, helps, governments, and diversities of tongues” is a description of 
what that salvation looks like as it is being worked out in the believer’s life. This 
salvation is brought forth from what is heard of the Word coming from the 
preacher, who has been sent forth. 

Since it is the gospel that brings salvation, Paul then gave to the Ephesians 
the realm of where that salvation occurs. It is in the caring person (pastor, which is 
translated from a word meaning to shepherd) and in the sharing (teacher) of the 
gospel that enables the “till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the 
knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature 
of the fullness of Christ” (Eph. 4:13). 

With the phrase knit together being translated from a word meaning, “to 
drive together,” it seems that the only hope man has is to be dragged out of himself 
and driven into others by the Holy Spirit. Being able to build meaningful 
relationships is a work that can only be done by the Spirit. 

Since man cannot conquer his own fears, his salvation must come from a 
source greater than his own. He must be driven out of himself to others. The Spirit 
of God that dwells within him must save him. It is the experiencing of Jesus in the 
mystery of togetherness that produces the power for salvation from the hell of 
isolation.
