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The Holy Spirit Quickens The Church 
 
Although the body is temporal and prone to decay, it nevertheless is the 
vehicle in which creation experiences the Creator. The uniqueness of 
this arrangement is the mystery that ñ. . . though our outward man perish, 
yet the inward man is renewed . . .ò (2 Cor. 4:16). Ultimately, it is to 
experience the mystery of mysteries--the resurrection of the body. The 
mystery of life is that you can experience the resurrection of the body in 
this life. 

 
Perhaps, the most influential person in the mystical thought of the 
Eastern mind-set was a young man who witnessed the self-inflicted 
starvation of his parents. They believed that the spirit, the essence of life, 
was trapped within their bodies. For them to experience ultimate 
goodness, the spirit must be set free from the evilness of the body. They 
were willing to torture the body by depriving it of necessary nutrition to 
end its restriction upon the spirit.  
 
The child of these parents went on to impact greatly the thinking of much 
of Eastern mysticism. It has also been suggested that his thoughts on life 
greatly affected Plato in the Western world. The writings of Plato, in turn, 
influenced much of Christianity beginning in the middle ages. The belief 
that the physical body is in some way evil, serves only to entrap the 
spirit, and eventually the spirit will be set free from the body has its roots 
in the mind-set of the Eastern world. According to the Revelation of God, 
the body is not evil. It was created by God and declared to be good 
(Gen. 1:31). God constructed a physical body for man in which the Spirit 
of God could be experienced. He also prepared a physical world in which 
man was to spend the days of his life. Without the physical body and the 
physical world, flesh and blood beings do not exist. Though the body is 
temporal and prone to decay, it nevertheless is the vehicle in which 
creation experiences the Creator. The uniqueness of this arrangement is 
the mystery that ñ. . . though our outward man perish, yet the inward man 
is renewed . . .ò (2 Cor. 4:16). Ultimately, it is to experience the mystery 
of mysteriesðthe resurrection of the body. Every time a seed (an 
external body in which the essence of life is enclosed) falls to the ground 
and dies, the essence of life within brings forth a new body. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
It is not the elimination of the body, the spirit set free from the body, that 
enables the essence of all that is life to be experienced; it is the continual 
dying of the body to be raised in newness of life that is the crowning 
moment of experiencing the glory of life. As one of the early followers of 
Jesus said, ñAlways bearing about in the body the dying of the Lord 
Jesus, that the life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our body. 
For we which live are always delivered unto death for Jesusô sake, that 
the life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our mortal fleshò (2 Cor. 
4:10,11). The Revelation of God, the experiencing of Jesus, is always in 
death and resurrection of the outward body. 
 
What it means to be a human being is to have a flesh and blood body 
that has been quickened by the breath of God. After God had formed the 
first man out of the dust of the earth, He then ñbreathed into his nostrils 
the breath of life; and man became a living soulò (Gen. 2:7). With living 
soul literally meaning ñbreathing creature,ò man experiences life because 
he experiences the breath of lifeðthe Spirit of God. It is the indwelling of 
the Holy Spirit, the quickening breath of life, that enables all men to live.   
The writers of both the Old and New Testaments knew what was the 
quickening essence of life for all men. In perhaps the oldest book in the 
Bible, Job said, ñ. . . my breath is in me, and the Spirit of God is in my 
nostrils . . .ò (27:3). He also stated, ñThe Spirit of God hath made me, and  
the breath of the Almighty hath given me lifeò (33:4). Daniel proclaimed,  
ñGod in whose hand thy breath is, and whose are all thy ways. . .ò (5:23). 
Isaiah penned, ñThus saith God the LORD, he that created the heavens, 
and stretched them out; he that spread forth the earth, and that which 
cometh out of it; he that giveth breath unto the people upon it, and spirit 
to them that walk thereinò (42:5). John wrote, ñIn Him [the Word of God] 
was life; and the life was the light of menò (1:4) and ñThat was the true 
Light [the Word of God], which lighteth every man that cometh into the 
worldò (1:9). Finally, Paul boldly proclaimed that God ñgiveth to all life, 
and breath, and all thingsò (Acts 17:25) and ñFor in him [all nations of the 
earth] live, and move, and have [their] being . . .ò (Acts 17:28). The 
indwelling Holy Spirit is the quickening essence of life within every man. 
The Father thought, the Son expressed, and the Holy Spirit 
consummated the completed work of creation. 
 

Although to experience God you will always bear ò. . . about 
in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus . . .ó and you will 
always be òdelivered unto death for Jesusõ sake,ó the 
mortality of your body will lose its sting. The grave will have 
no ultimate victory because you will experience the life of 
Jesus being manifested in your body. The indwelling Holy 
Spirit, the Life within the seed, will produce for you a new 
body. You will be transfigured, transformed, changed to the 
image of the Lord of glory in this life. You will experience the 
manifestation of Jesus Christ in the flesh.

The Garden of (My) Life, part 1  
 
I have a picture Iôd 
like to share with you 
that has been 
formalizing in my 
heart for some time 
now. I have a fairly 
large rose garden and 
made an attempt this 
year to grow a few 
vegetables. Sadly, the 
vegetable garden was 
a complete failure due 
to my lack of being 
home to tend it. Even 
with some help, the 
weeds continued to 
grow larger than the 
plants. Iôve also seen 

the beauty of the rose surrounded by large wild weeds and will share 
more of this in part 2. 
 
I also noticed the garden I did tend didnôt take as long to weed and the 
weeds were easier to pull out of the ground. That garden has a beauty all 
of its own, but that is because I not only tend it, but prune it regularly.  
 
In my walk with Jesus, I find that I, like my brothers and sisters in Christ, 
go through times of seedtime, times of harvest, as well as plowing and 
dryness in ómyô ground (life). If I could paint a picture for you; I see in my 
own life a large garden that is continually plowed, tilled, pruned and 
plowed some more! And in fact, I often go back to the Farmer who 
continues to try to make the earth good to receive the seed, and I try to 
tell Him how to plow or to think I can take the tools out of His hand! 
Should not that wise Farmer have control of His own equipment? He has 
the time, patience and experience of not only sending the rain, but also 
the sunlight to cause the growth.  He even plants the seed in due time. 
He knows exactly what to do to cause the harvest. How could my feeble 
mind ever come up with a plan that only the Wise Farmer knows and 
created? 
 
Maybe this picture can give you an idea of what I am speaking of. 
Matthew 13 :3-9ñ Behold a sower went forth to sow; And when he sowed, 
some seeds fell by the way side and the fowls came and devoured them 
up Some fell upon stoney places,  they had not much earth; and forthwith  
they sprung up, because they had no deepness of earth; And when the 
sun was up, they were scorched and because they had no root they 
withered away. And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprung up 
and choked them. But other fell into good ground, and brought forth fruit, 
some and hundredfold, some sixtyfold, some thirtyfold. Who hath ears let  
him hearé.ò  Then Jesus explains in Matthew 13: 18éòHear ye 
therefore the parable of the sower. When any one heareth the word of 
the kingdom, and understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one and 
catcheth away that which is sown in his heart. This is he which receiveth 
seed by the wayside. But he that receiveth the seed into stoney places 
the same is he that heareth the word and anon with joy receiveth it; yet 
hath he no root in himself but dureth for a while for when tribulation or 
persecution ariseth because of the word by and by he is offended. He 
also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word 
and the care of this world and the deceitfulness of riches choke the word 
and he becometh unfruitful. But he that received seed into the good 
ground is he that heareth the word and understandeth it which also 
beareth fruit and bringeth forth some an hundredfold, some sixty, some 
thirty. ñ 
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Notice above that ñwhen anyone heareth the word of the kingdom and 
understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one and catcheth away 
that which is sown in his heart ñé.do you think this is similar to when my 
mind kicks in and I want to help God, the wise Master Gardener? Maybe 
I donôt like a trial in my life, but it is necessary for my ground to be tilled. I 
cannot grow as long as something is standing in the way of that growth, 
namely my mind or self control. Oftentimes I attempt to move myself out 
of circumstances that are created to move me where I need to go. 
 
Notice also ñ he that receiveth the seed into stoney places the same is 
he that heareth the word and anon with joy receiveth it, yet hath he no 
root in himself but dureth for a while for when tribulation or persecution 
ariseth because of the word by and by he is offended.ò   Itôs interesting to 
point out in this passage that the words tribulation and persecution mean 
ñtrialsò, or ñrejection from other believersòé.the very process my mind 
may try to ówormô its way out of.  I donôt like to go down in trials. As I 
shared earlier, I donôt want to be plowed and plowed again through trials! 
Is this the offence that Jesus is referring to?  Notice that Jesus said 
ñreceiveth with joy yet hath he no root in himselfòé..Certainly I have joy 
when I know God is at work in my life and something good comes. I may 
find myself in a mountaintop experience only to find myself back in a 
deep valley or another trial. ñHaving no root in ourselvesò means we 
have no life outside of Jesus!  
 
ñHe also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word 
and the care of this world and the deceitfulness of riches choke the word 
and he becometh unfruitful. But he that receiveth seed into the good 
ground is he that heareth the word and understandeth it which also 
beareth fruit and bringeth forth some an hundredfold, some sixty, some 
thirty.ò   To me this says it all. Those thorns I pictured suffocating the 
beautiful rose is what happens when my mind becomes enthralled by its 
own gain or worries. I may think I deserve something in this life or that I 
donôt have enough. Itôs very easy to move away from the very Source 
(Jesus) of my life back to my mind. It is truly my desire that I not choke 
out the very life that Jesus wants to bring to my life (garden).  
 
Finally, I would like to leave you with these thoughtséCan a plant plow 
its  own  ground?   When  the winter  comes I need to  bury my  roses  to  
withstand the cold, which means a lot of pruning and preparation. Roses 
only survive the winter because time was taken by the gardener to 
ensure they withstand the elements. May Jesus have liberty in our lives 
to continue His work in the garden of our lives! Come Lord Jesus!!!

The Church Lives by Grace 

 
 
Throughout the day and the night, the summer and the winter, the cold 
and the heat, and the seedtime and the harvest, the Morning Glory 
flower lives the duration of its life in perfect glory to God. This simple 
flower, without the capability to observe and to make judgment on what 
is occurring in its life, lives its entire existence in simple harmony with its 
Creator. We can come to know the victorious living that occurs when we 
live in the innocence of mind. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The simple flower of the Morning Glory proclaims the challenge of life 
and the power of Godôs salvation. As the dawning rays of the sun 
penetrate its surrounding, the petals of the flower open to the glow of the 
sunlight. The increasing warmth and brightness of the sun causes the 
flower to raise its head, spread its petals, and reach up to its source of 
life. Through the power of the sun, the glory of the flower is perfected. As 
the sun comes forth to bring the full glory of the flower, the setting of the 
sun causes the flower to respond in diminishing shades of glory. As the 
light of the day begins to fade, the petals of the Morning Glory begin to 
draw in unto itself. With the passing of dusk and the approach of 
midnight, the flower bends its head, gathers its petals, and prepares for 
the night. Eventually, the flower will bow in perfect submission.  
 
In perhaps one of the greatest messages of the Christian faith on record, 
Peter quoted David in explaining the events of the day of Pentecost: ñI 
foresaw the Lord always before my face, for he is on my right hand, that I 
should not be moved: Therefore did my heart rejoice, and my tongue 
was glad; moreover also my flesh shall rest in hope: Because thou wilt 
not leave my soul in hell, neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to see 
corruption. Thou hast made known to me the ways of life; thou shalt 
make me full of joy with thy countenanceò (Acts 2:25-28). 

 
Understanding the ways of life is to understand the Morning Glory. 
Throughout the day and the night, the summer and the winter, the cold 
and the heat, and the seedtime and the harvest, this simple flower lives 
the duration of its life in perfect glory to God. The Morning Glory, without 
the capability to observe and to make judgment on what is occurring in 
its life, lives its entire existence in simple harmony with its Creator. In the 
innocence of its being, it stands in the glory in which it was created. 
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Peter, again, understanding the ways of life wrote, ñBut the God of all 
grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after 
that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, 
settle youò (1 Pet. 5:10).  
 

I will never experience the death of "to die" until I 
experience the grave. However, thanks be to Jesus Christ, I 
can experience my continual dying off in this life by the 
grace of God, by being "baptized into Jesus Christ"     

(Romans 6:3). 

 
The continual "life of Jesus" is made manifest in my mortal body, but only 
if my life is never attempted in my mortal body, in my self-centeredness. I 
am alive but dying, yet dying I live. It is a mystery, but continual life is 
only experienced in the continual death (dying off) of my "own flesh:" 
Always bearing about in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the 
life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our body. For we which live 
are alway[s] delivered unto death for Jesus' sake, that the life also of 
Jesus might be made manifest in our mortal flesh. (II Cor. 4:10,11)  The 
Good News, the Gospel, has declared that the Father has sent His Son 
into my world to baptized me with His Holy Spirit that my "mortality might 
be swallowed up of life" (II Cor. 5:4). 
 
If Jesus will continually be lifted up (John 12:32), if I can continually hear 
Him (John 6:63), if the Word can continually be set with my heart (Matt: 
13:18-23), I will finally arrive at my destiny, complete oneness with Jesus 
Christ. I will come to know what it means to be filled with the Spirit. I will 
come to know what it means to be spiritual. 
 
The continual lifting up of Jesus in my life will eventually "drag" me into 
submission to the Spirit. I know I will get there, but I also know "another 
shall gird [me], and carry [me] whither [I] wouldest not [go]" (John 21:18). 
Since my hope is Jesus and not my effort, I know I will arrive. Yet, I also 
know I will arrive resisting it with every fiber of my self-centeredness.  
Religion--my acts of dedication and commitment for and to God--will not 
get me there but Jesus will.  
 
Like the Morning Glory, we too can experience Godôs eternal glory by 
Christ Jesus. For example, plant a tomato seed in the ground. The outer 
casing or husk of the seed must rot or decay before the essence of life 
within the seed can come forth with tender sprouts of life. One pushes up 
through the ground seeking the light of the sun. Another one pushes into 
the soil seeking water and nutrients. Without this struggle for light and 
water, it does not survive. This struggle is what it means to be a created 
entity. It is the fact of any created existence. Eventually, the essence of 
the seed comes forth from the earth into the heaven producing a full 
grown tomato plant. Hanging on the branches of the plant are fully 
developed tomatoes. They are the glory of the tomato plant. The mature 
tomatoes are the fullest possible manifestation of life the tomato plant 
can experience. Within each tomato are many seeds. Within each seed 
is the same life that was in the seed that was planted in the ground to 
start the cycle of life. Although individual tomato plants with their 
tomatoes live and die, the essence of life within the seed is eternal. This 
is the eternal glory to which we have been called.  As God uses the 
circumstances of life to bring man to his germination moment, man finds 
himself at the judgment of Christ in which his soul is brought into the 
balance of heaven and hell. By not resisting the dying of the old 
existence, the judgment of Christ will always bring newness of life. As 
Peter stated, ñBut the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his 
eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make 
you perfect,  stablish,  strengthen, settle youò  (1 Pet. 5:10).  In a world of

trouble, perplexities, persecutions, and  being put down, the believer  can  
be completed, confirmed, strong, and have a firm foundation because he 
has experienced the heavenly. He has been raised to newness of life. 
 
Refusing or resisting what God is doing by the circumstances of life, the 
judgment of Christ will always bring damnation to life. As Peter stated, 
ñBe sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring 
lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devourò (1 Pet. 5:8). Once the 
mind begins to escalate its worrisome thoughts over current 
circumstances, the soul becomes intoxicated with anxiety. The mind runs 
out of control and ñsleep wonôt come the whole night through.ò Instead of 
living in the peace and rest of a sound mind controlled by the Holy Spirit, 
the soul is being devoured by the imaginations of the mind. It is 
overwhelmed by its own created world of destruction. 
 
The circumstances that bring the good and the circumstances that bring 
the bad are the same circumstances. The living of life will always bring 
man to this germination process. ñBut the God of all grace, who hath 
called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have 
suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.ò By 
the true grace of God, the believer can come through this moment of 
destiny, the germination of new life, with the cry, ñO death, where is thy 
sting? O grave, where is thy victory? The sting of death has been 
conquered by the grace of God in the innocent mind. It is the power of 
salvation as Jesus comes to deliver His people.

The Garden of (My) Life, Part 2 
 

Iôd like to continue sharing with you some personal experiences that 
have happened over time and to this date. To start off, I was not very 
interested in gardening but that has all changed! My mother often 
encouraged me to pull weeds while she laid out her beautiful gardens, 
encouraging me to plant in threeôs rather than in a line. I miss her 
enjoyment of the moment and think of her often while I work. After I 
married, about 10 years later, I inherited a rose garden from my mother 
in law after her sudden passing. At first I was overwhelmed with the work 
ahead, but all that she taught me came back to mind. Her gardens were 
so beautiful that people would stop their cars coming to our business and 
just behold the beauty and aroma!  
 

 
 
In my feeble attempts to keep her garden going in her memory, I have 
beheld many pictures of the work God does in transforming a life through 
the process of day to day living. Oftentimes He has shown me something 
in my own life, just through these pictures. The rose does not bloom 
unless heavily pruned and the flowers are cut away.  Some gardeners 
initially do not want to do this but it is the only way new growth comes!  
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(There  is nothing  like losing  the blessing of the  moment  and  heading 
back into the pruning of trials!) Iôve also noticed that through the pruning 
the rose bush becomes stronger.  Could this be a picture of faith being 
produced in us through trials in the going down process of life? 
 
Another picture is when I do not cover my arms, those same beautiful 
roses have a tendency to rip and scar me! Thorns have to be carefully 
avoided upon pruning. To see the thorns and weeds side by side 
amongst the beautiful roses is a picture of what happens when a garden 
is neglected and un-pruned. My life is the same, for if God did not allow 
the pruning of circumstances I would end up wild and uncontrolled. It 
truly is God at work to produce the fruit in our lives. 
 
Listen to this parable in Proverbs 24:30-32éòI went by the field of the 
slothful and by the vineyard of the man void of understanding. And lo, it 
was all grown over with thorns and nettles had covered the face thereof, 
and the stone wall was broken down. Then I saw, and considered it well, 
looked upon it and received instruction.ò 
 
Isnôt this another picture of life apart from Godôs grace and provision? A 
man void of understanding is one relying upon his own understanding 
rather than allowing God to take him where he needs to goé.but such is 
a process.  I need the Master Gardener in my life to bring forth the 
beauty that only comes through this process. 
 
Another picture I 
received today while 
gardening was with my 
beautiful climbing rose. 
It was a gift my mother 
in law left to me before 
she died.  It was being 
choked by what I later 
found out to be a wild 
morning glory (also 
known as Bindweed). 
This was unbeknownst 
to me for many months as the leaves of both plants actually look the 
same! Typically morning glory vines are usually planted but this one is of 
the species that binds its host and chokes it until it dies! It was choking 
the life from my rose climber and I had to pull and pull to remove it. Itôs 
going to take days to remove this overgrown vine from wrapping itself 
around my rose. What is both strange and sad is that this wild morning 
glory has delicate little pink flowers and it seems such a shame it has to 
be removed. How is it that two apparently beautiful flowering plants can 
actually be detrimental to each other? 
 
What came to mind was a picture of the wheat and tares that Jesus 
shared in Matthew 12: 24-30  ñAnother parable put he forth unto them 
saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man which sowed good 
seed in his field; But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares 
among the wheat and went his way. But when the blade was sprung up, 
and brought forth fruit, then appeared the tares also. So the servants of 
the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good 
seed in thy field? From whence then hath it tares? He said unto them, an 
enemy hath done this. The servants said unto him, Wilt thou then that we  
go and gather them up? But he said Nay; lest while ye gather up the 
tares ye root up also the wheat with them. Let both grow together until 
the harvest and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye 
together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them, but 
gather the wheat into my barn.ò   
 
Jesus explains this parable by answering; ñHe that soweth the good seed  
is  the Son of man;   the  field is the world the good seed are  the children

of the kingdom, but the tares are the children of the wicked one. The 
enemy that sowed them is the devil the harvest is the end of the world 
and the reapers are the angels. As therefore the tares are gathered and 
burned in the fire, so shall it be in the end of this world. The Son of man 
shall send forth his angels and they shall gather out of his kingdom all 
things that offend and them which do iniquity. And shall cast them into a 
furnace of fire there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth. Then shall 
the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father, Who 
hath ears to hear, let him hear.ò Matthew 13, 37-40 
 
It truly is Godôs work to produce the good in our lives. I hated to have to 
pull and rip out all the wild morning glory but it was sucking the life out of 
my rose. I canôt allow the two plants to grow together because this wild 
morning glory unfortunately, is feeding off the life of the rose climber. As 
a gardener I understand the process and must remove the whole 
óBindweedô vine so that my beautiful rose can óbreatheô and grow and not 
die before the winter. It seems to be a picture of what Jesus described in 
Matthew 13. 
 
We have nothing in us to produce the good seed, the good soil, nor the 
good harvest. The Son of man, ôJesusô is at work in this process to cause 
the children of the kingdom to shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of 
their Father. We all dwell together in the same soil but only God can 
cause the harvest to be good rather than the production of evil tares. 
Notice that it says ñthe Son of man shall send forth his angels and they 
shall gather out of his kingdom all things that offend and them which do 
iniquityò. 
 
We will offend and do iniquity unless the Son is at work in us to cause a 
good harvest, and as shared, that only comes through the preparation of 
our soil. May we become and remain, children of His Kingdom while He 
is at work to produce the harvest! Come Lord Jesus!!!
